The spiky summit of the 3,599m Similaun 
is king-of-the-world territory. My view 
is of peaks and glaciers filtered through 
an atmosphere glittering with tiny ice 
crystals whipped off the surface of the 
snow, framed by an outer-space horizon 
of deep blue. To the south is Italy, east is 
Austria and to the west, Switzerland – an 
overview of a good chunk of the Alps. 

Back down from the adventurous 
scrambly bit at the very top, involving 
ice axe, crampons and rope, we’ve got 
hundreds of vertical metres of glacier-
chilled powder to ski down. This is what 
the early starts and long uphill hauls on 
skins are for: the full-on ski touring dream.

But it’s worth shaking yourself awake 
for a moment, to double-check your 
qualifications: you need to be able to ski – 
not brilliantly, but at least well enough to 
survive (more of that, on a personal note, 
later); and you need to be fit enough to 
haul yourself to the top by human-power 
alone. Determination can make up for 
a lot but, in the end, it’s not last-minute 
fitness you need; endurance should be 
part of your long-term preparation. 

If you’re still reading, the next bit of advice 
is to make a test run before you commit to 
anything serious: it’s astonishing how many 
skiers take on a multi-day tour without 
having put skins on before (it doesn’t count 
when it’s in your sitting room). The sheer 
effort of going up 1,000 or more vertical 
metres without mechanical assistance 
can be a bit of a shock to the system. At 
the very least you’ll want a good shower 
– maybe even a hot tub and massage – 
some beers, a hearty meal and a comfy 
bed at the end of it. None of which you’re 
likely to find in the average mountain 
hut, other than the food and beer. ❱❱

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ising global temperatures aren’t 
just impacting Alpine destinations 
in the colder months as resorts 
work hard to maintain their 
winter sports offerings. There’s 
increasing interest in summer 
holidays to the Alps, as those 
higher temperatures make beach 
holidays less attractive to some, 
and instead people look towards 

activity-based holidays as an alternative to pure relaxation. 
The Alps offer an enormous range of summer options, both 

for places to stay and things to do. While some traditional 
villages, such as Chamonix and Zermatt, have attracted 
climbers and sightseers for many years, now purpose-built 
resorts, created purely with winter sports in mind, are evolving 
their offering to become true four-season destinations.

I travelled last summer to the Hautes Alpes region 
in the southern French Alps. Home to several famous 
winter resorts, including the towns that make up the Serre 
Chevalier ski area, the Hautes Alpes has all the ingredients 
for a perfect summer Alpine holiday. Soaring peaks remain 
snowcapped in summer, but down in the valley the lush 
grasslands and various lakes and rivers provide everything 
you need to enjoy summertime in the mountains. ❱❱
